Recently ‘local knowledge’ which is generally defined as IK (Indigenous
Knowledge) or ILK (Indigenous and Local Knowledge) have become a key
word in terms of conservation and/or utilization of natural resources.
This lecture provides a general explanation on why it is important from
some aspects such as values, technology/technic, rules/norms and so on.
